As the days grow longer with spring, our love for
Jesus grows deeper. We enter the story, knowing that as we do, we face sadness, betrayal,
and weeping. But we also enter the story knowing that there's so much more. Out of this
story, grows resurrection life and hope. I invite you to enter the story. I invite you to the
season of Lent. I invite you to a lengthening of the days, both physically and spiritually.
