Bob and I recently went to downtown Richmond and parked on the street side of Elder Beerman.  Bob 
went to get license plates.  We had taken the dog with us.  I waited in the car with Schnickelfritz.    
 It wasn’t long until a wild woman was running down the street a block and a half after a dog.  It’s a 
wonder the dog didn’t get hit by traffic as she chased after it across the street and then later back across the 
street again.  This wild woman was running after the dog and yelling it’s name and saying, “No.”  But the dog 
was too fast for the woman.  Finally, the dog ran into an area that was fenced where a semi was docked.   The 
dog was somewhat trapped.   And the woman was able to capture the dog.   
 Yes, you guessed it.  The wild woman was ME.  I was sitting at the side of Elder Beerman with the 
window rolled down all the way, and Schnickefritz jumped out the window.  I flung open the door and went to 
grab him, but he was too fast.  I must have looked like a crazy woman chasing after him and yelling 
“Schnickelfritz.”   A mother with a couple of kids--one child was in a stroller--tried to grab him, but he was too 
fast.  He ran back across to the other side of the street.  It’s a wonder he didn’t get hit.  At least this was the area 
of town where there were stop signs and speed bumps and so he didn’t get hit—my greatest fear.  I never 
thought he would jump out the window.  I chased him for more than a block.  I thought he was going to be a 
goner and/or lost.  At least there were no screeching tires or anything like that.  I think he was probably looking 
for Bob.   

A woman met me as I was carrying him back to the car.  “Did you know you left our car door open?”  I 
was just wondering that when she approached me.  I had left the car door open when I got out to grab him 
initially, and my purse was on the floor.  She told me she shut the door and stayed by the car to make sure no 
one stole my purse.  She’d seen me go chasing after him.  What a good Samaritan!  So when Bob came back I 
said, “Well, we had an exciting time!”  Guess I won’t let the window all the way down again in the car unless 
he’s on the lead.   

I wonder.  I wonder how many of us go running off ahead of God with plans of our own and don’t look 
back.  God runs after us calling our name, “Carol,” “John,” “Susie,” “Bill,” and we just keep on running not 
turning to look at God.  We are on a roll.  We run like the wind away from our Creator.  We explore everything 
along the way and look for something new to excite us.  And still God runs after us because he loves us…cares  
for us. I cared about my dog.  Schnickelfritz didn’t seem to have a care in the world running ahead of me, until 
he came to the fenced area…a barrier.   
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It was then that he stopped and turned and looked at me.  I was able to capture him when he stopped.  It 
was as if he was tired of his lark.  It was as if he saw me and looked me in the face saying, “Ok, I’m done.  I’ll 
let you take me now.”  We are often like my runaway dog. Often it is when we hit some barrier in our life, some 
crisis, something that causes us to put on the brakes that we stop and turn to God.  It is then that we face God 
with our pleading eyes. Or it is out of exhaustion from our own efforts that we finally say, “Ok, here I am.  I 
can’t do this on my own.  I don’t know the direction or have any sense of direction in my life.” 

If I had shouted the word, “Treat,” Schnickelfritz probably would have stopped in his tracks.  But I 
didn’t think of it at the time.  Metaphorically, God shouts, “Treat.” God’s treat is his love for us.  And you know 
what?  God demonstrates his unconditional love as we stop and turn and face him by opening �K�L�V arms to 
receive us back…to hug us to his heart…to tell us how much he loves us.  When we turn and face God, we can 
relax.  Our Maker has found us!  We are safe!   

So the next time you feel like running ahead of God, stop, turn and face the Lover of your soul and be 
joyful that God is there.

During this time of moratorium, the Church 
will also submit to work with the District Board, Ministry of Reconciliation and Annual Conference Council 
and other entities as directed by the 2004 Annual Conference paper – Congregational Disagreement with 
Annual Conference decisions, to address the issues surrounding their broken relationshi ps with the larger 
church.  Further, that the Church will be directed to suspend indefinitely  conducting or facilitating same sex 
covenant services, on church property or with the assistance of church ministerial leadership.

*An Action Alert from the Brethren Witness/Washington Office of the General Board, dated Aug. 3, calls 
attention to the Global Warming Pollution Reduction Act of 2006 (S. 3698), introduced by Senator Jim Jeffords 
(I, VT). The legislation “is based on the increasing scientific evidence that global warming poses a significant 
threat to the public health and welfare of the US and to the global environment as a whole,” the alert stated. As 
well as giving details of the legislation, the alert quotes from the 1991 Annual Conference statement “Creation: 
Called to Care,” and urges Brethren to contact their senators in support of the act. “Your voice can make a 
difference,” the alert said. “As little as 10 calls or letters on an issue can be enough to convince an elected 
official to support or not support a piece of legislation. Let us take a serious stand on reducing global warming 
and caring for our environment.”
